The photo below is the actual new improved plush STORYBEAR. 
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The company has begun making demonstrations of the toy and the software that powers it. A presentation in was made in Vancouver in the last week of November to t fund manager. The company is planning to do a private placement in order to raise funds for the purposes of sales and marketing and working capital. Planned demonstrations to stores are meant to secure sales agreements.

The software program that runs the plush bear meets all management expectations and is deemed to be very user friendly. The company will be testing the product out with several families.

We are proud that what we have is indeed the world’s first internet content on demand service for children that allows them to pt stories and songs into their plush toys from home.

The other product called the Wishing Star is completed and is on the way to Toronto from the manufacturer in China. A series of presentations are planned for this product.
